L. Ainsley Towe first joined the Executive
of the Association of Registrars of the
Universities and Colleges of Canada as
Secretary-Treasurer for the first two year
term in 1980. He subsequently was re-
elected in 1982 as Secretary-Treasurer,
followed by Vice-President in 1984,
President in 1986, and Past President in
1988. Throughout that distinguished
career, he served the Association well,
giving freely of his time and expertise for
the benefit of his peers.

Ainsley can probably best be remembered
as the champion of the Education Tax
Deduction Certificate, that infarnous
T2202A, carrying arguments and
initiatives on behalf of the Association to
Revenue Canada. Indeed, he may be one
of the few who can claim to have had
relative success in such adventures,
Largely through his efforts and lobbying,
Revenue Canada eventually replaced the
previous forms that were individually
produced and signed by hand in the
Registrar's Offices of post-secondary
institutions across Canada with simplified,
computer-produced forms—-and no
signature required. For this alone, he
deserves our commendation!

Ainsley was a regular attendee at the
national biennial meetings of the
Association and was a frequent presenter
on a wide range of topics, drawing on his
experiences at Brock University and
through his contacts at institutions across
Canada and the United S$tates. He was
also an active participant in OURA, the

Ontario University Registrar's Association,
again both as a presenter and supporter.

In short, Ainsley Towe is the ultimate
professional, giving back to his profession
in greater measure without expectation of
recognition or reward. It is with great
pleasure and appreciation that honorary
membership in the Association of
Registrars of the Universities and Colleges
of Canada is bestowed upon L. Ainsley
Towe.

Des Bevis attended the West of England
College of Art and Bristol University in
England, and subsequently taught school
for five years in Yorkshire and Bristol. He
then worked a further five years as
Curriculum Advisor to the Bristol
Education Authority. In 1966, together
with his wife Joanne and three sons, Des
immigrated to Canada, taking up
residence in Winnipeg and joining the
staff of St. John’s-Ravenscourt School
where he taught for five years. In 1973, at
the invitation of the University Registrar,
he joined that Office on a temporary basis
in May, 1973. In rapid succession, he was
Admissions Officer, Liaison Officer and
finally Director of Admissions - all within
about one year.

In addition to his regular duties as
Director of Admission, Des was active in
WARUCC, serving on the Executive from
1980 to 1984 and as a member of the
1981 and 1989 Conference Planning
Committees. In ARUCC, Des was
Member-at-Large from 1984-86,

continuing on as Vice-President
{international Relations} for an additional
two 2-year terms. He also was co-chair of
the 1986 Biennial Conference hosted by
Manitoba.

During the early ‘80s, Des developed his
professional interest in international
education, initiating and chairing an
ARUCC Task Force on the Evaluation of
International Credentials in Canada. This
involvement subsequently led, through
AACRAO, to an invitation for ARUCC to
participate in a PIER project to review the
education systems of South Asia. Des led
the Canadian team and was country
ieader for Bangladesh. Seemingly
obsessed with acronyms, Des became the
first Camadian representative on TRACE,
as well as working on committees with
AUCC, AACRAQO, TOEFL, ACIECB
(Advisory Committee for International
Education of the College Board) and the
Manitoba Government Working Group
on Immigrant Credentials.

Membership in WARUCC. It is now my
pleasure, on behalf of the ARUCC, to
grant the status of Honorary Member on
Des Bevis—friend, mentor, and untiring
advocate on behalf of admissions in
Canada and internationally.
