CHANGES TO THE BY-LAWS

Rationale for Fee Changes

Our By-Laws require that the “general fee structure shall
be reviewed at the end of each six year period, the first
such review taking place before the Annual Meeting of
2002. Accordingly, the Executive reviewed a number of
alternatives and concluded that a ‘recalibration’ was
necessary. The recalibration involves an adjustment for
inflation (the institutional fees have increased by 11.1%
since 1996 when this was first introduced) and updating
the information on the fotal operating grant fo the 2000-
01 year (six years after 1994-95).

College, and The Northern Alberta Institute of
Technology. This methodology brings back into line the concepts put
forward in 1996. For most institutions there will not be
any net effect. For those whose operating grant has not
increased by the rate of inflation there may be a

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decrease; the opposite would be true for those who have
had the good fortune to have grown faster than inflation.
The end result will be a fairer assessment of fees.

BY-LAWI - FEES
Section 2 - Institutional Members

Commencing June 26, 1896 2002, the total operating
revenue reported to Stafistics Canada for each
institutional member during 1884-85 2000-01  shall
determine the base institutional fee and the number of
individuals each institution may declare as Regular
Members. Institutional fees will be adjusted annually on
July 1 by the average Consumer Price Index (CP1) for
the preceding twelve months in order to determine the
base institutional fee for the subsequent year.

For new institutionai members, fees will be established
by matching the total operating revenue for the institution
during +984-85 2000-01 to a comparable on-going
member's current fee and Regular Member entitlement.

Section 5

Biennial conference - a registration fee, based on
conference costs, shall be determined by the Conference
Committee and submitted for review and_approval by the
Executive Committee. The registration fee for those
nominated as Honorary Members shall be paid by the
Association.

BY-LAW Il - BIENNIAL CONFERENCE
Section 2

The Executive Committee shall review and approve the
biennial conference budgets, proposed registration fees,
program and local arrangements.

Section 3

A registration fee for the biennial conference shali be
determined by the Conference Committee and submitted
for review and approval by the Executive Committee.
The registration fee for those nominated as Hanorary
Members shall be paid by the Association.

Section 4

The host institution(s) assume full responsibility for the
financial management of the biennial conference,
including—any—resulting —daficit. and will share any
resulting deficit equally with the Association. Net income
resuiting from the biennial conference shall normally be
shared equally between the Association and  the
Regional Association(s) in whose jurisdiction the
conference took place , i } i

BY-LAW V - COMMUNICATION
Section 2 - Membership Directory

A directory of Association members shall be produced
every two years in September by the Secretary/
Treasurer working under the direction of the Vice-

ATLANTIC REPORT

Notes from AARAO {Atlantic Association of Registrars
and Admissions Officers): AARAQ continues to move
forward with its strategic plan to provide increased
support for its membership. The AARAQD web site has
been expanded to include reports and surveys of interest
to the region. Passwords have been provided to
registrars of member institutions to go online and update
institutional member lists and contact information.

Regional issues include growing concerns for provincial
budgets and funding implications. In light of the
economic downturn experienced in the fall, provincial
purses are not expected to provide increased resources
for the coming academic year.

Many institutions are focusing on Ontario’s double cohort
with expanded recruiting initiatives in the province and
opportunities for students fo learn of the Atlantic
experience.

Academic issues are a priority in the region with
continuing discussions over the implementation of ESIS,
the workload involved in its implementation and concerns
over data oufputs. Issues surrounding plagiarism and
cheating are subjects of task forces on several
campuses as institutions deal with growing concerns
over violations of academic integrity and the impact of
the web.
