Postsecondary administrators across
Canada have been bﬁsy for the last
several weeks responding to the October
14th issue of Maclean’s, which ranked the
country’s independent, secular
universities. In “A Measure of
Excellence,” Maclean’s used 12
categories related to students, faculty,
financtal resources and reputation to
order the 46 schools, ostensibly to help
students in “choosing a university.”

Given Maclean’s broad circulation, it's no
surprise that the university community has
responded strongly to the rankings. The
Association of Universities and Colleges
of Canada has criticized Maclean’s for
comparing apples with oranges because
enrollments, endowments and even
mandates vary so greatly across the
country. President Robin Farquahar of
Carleton complained that, by ignoring
professional faculties and graduate
programs to look exclusively at arts and
sciences, Maclean’s got and gave a
distorted view of his university.

Maclean’s methodology for the survey
was determined by its need to concenirate
on easily quantifiable data available
about universities, As a result, categories
covered such items as the average GPA of
entering students, non-medical research
grants per professor, cperating budget per
student and percentage of foreign and
out-of-province students. Critics of the
article have pointed out that too many of
the criteria contributing to the quality of a
university education have been omitted.
And recent university mandates, including
those to serve the wider community
through continuing education and co-op
programs, were ignored entirely.

Of course, not everyone was equally
displeased with the survey. University of
Guelph President Brian Segal, quoted in
Guelph's weekly newsbulletin (under the
headiine “We’re number eight!”),
remarked that “It's always nice when
someone recognizes the kind of progress,
momentum and excitement going on at U
of G.” However, dissatisfaction with
Maclean’s rankings is likely to be more
common than not.

A major concern will certainly be that the
article may influence decisions about
what kind of support schools receive,
moral and financial, from provinciai
ministries, alumni and the general public.
Although an editor of Maclean’s has
stated that they were trying to rate
univarsities in “specific areas” and saying
which were “best,” the article clearly
suggests the opposite. After all, very few
people will notice that this is just “A
Measure,” not “The Measure,” of
Excellence.

Au cours des dernigres semaines, les
administrateurs universitaires du Canada
ont été occupés 2 répondre au numéro du
Maclean’s du. 14 octobre dernier, lequel
contenait un supplément ol F'on classait
les universités indépendantes du pays.
Dans «A Measure of Excellences,
Maclean’s a utilisé 12 catégories visant fe
corps étudiant, le corps professoral, les
ressources financiéres et la réputation
institutionnelte pour classer 46

établissernents universitaires,
vraisemblablement pour «aider les

Considérant le tirage et la circulation du
Maclean’s, il n’est pas surprenant que la
communauté universitaire canadienne ait
réagi avec virulence au classement
proposé. L'Association des Universités et
Colleges du Canada a critiqué Maclean’s
d’avoir comparer des pommes et des

oranges! Les inscriptions, les fonds de
dotation et méme les mandats
institutionnels varient considérablement
dans les établissements du pays. Le
recteur de la Carleton University, M.
Robin Farquahar, a affirmé qu’en ignorant
les facultés & caractére professionnel et les
programmes aux études supérieures pour
ne se concentrer sur les programmes
d’arts et sciences au premier cycle, le
Maclean’s n‘offre qu’une vue pacellaire et
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for full-time, permanent faculty. By
attempting to solve the problem of
increasing student/teacher ratios by hiring
sessionals and part-time academic staff,
universities are “putting at risk not only
the quality of university education but
also the very system itseif.”

Smith concludes that “nothing less than a
total recommitment to {teaching] is called
for” and advocates, among other things:

» including teaching as a primary
criterion in institutional definitions
of “scholarship”;

s increasing teaching loads, and insisting
that senior faculty share in teaching
undergraduates;

allowing for faculty to choose whether
1o be assessed primarily for their
teaching or research skills; and

» insisting that all doctoral candidates

planning an academic career are

trained in teaching skills and

assessed for them.

A further challenge to universities arises
because there is a general social
confusion about what to teach. Smith
notes that it is now a truism that “a major
purpose of university education is
preparation for the world of work,” but
acknowledges that “emplovers themselves
seem muddled” over what constitutes
proper preparation. At the highest levels,
businesspeople cite a need for “good
thinkers,” while middle managers
“emphasize specialized knowledge above
everything else.”

In the future, Smith suggests, programs
that prepare students for a “lifetime of
change and adaptation” in the workplace
may be most successful and provide the
best service to their communities. He also
recommends that continuing, distance

. and co-op education, as well as other

“gutreach” programs, should be
“welcomed into the front parlor” and fully
supportéd for the increasingly important
role they play.

In Part 3 of his Report, “Related Policy
Issues,” Smith addresses accessibitity,
attrition, interuniversity cooperation,
liaison with secondary schools, tenure
and the supply of future faculty. The
Report identifies “the less affluent,” native
peoples, the disabled, women (in certain
fields) and francophone Canadians
outside Quebec as underrepresented in
Canadian universities and recommends
ways to address this problem.

Smith sees the high attrition rate as “a
sympiom of inadequate quality in the
organization and delivery of education.”
Special attention should be paid to
improving the first-year experience of new
students. Graduate students should have
their progress more carefully monitored,
and greater responsibility should be
placed on supervisars for “bringing about
timely outcomes as predicted.” On the
whole, Smith says, “degree programs
should be completed by those who begin
them, unless there is a very good reason
for that not to happen.”

The Report expresses support for using
tenure to protect academic freedom and
to husband specialized knowledge that
may be temporarily out of fashion, but
recommends that changes be made to
permit universities to manage their human
resources more productively. Such
changes would also help to improve the
perception of universities by government
and business.

Of major concern are credit transfer
problems among instiiutions, and Smith
recommends the establishment of a
National Council on Credit Transfer to

establish national equivalencies within a
couple of years. Also, barriers to
interprovincial movement of teachers
“should be investigated and removed
immediately.” in general, universities,
colleges and secondary schools, funded
by the provincial and federal
governments, should develop a level of
cooperation that would facilitate rather
than frustrate students’ educational goals.

in the final section of his report,
“Monitoring the Quality of University
Education,” Smith suggests that we
abandon the attempt to locate
“international performance indicators” for
comparing Canadian universities with
those in other countries. The Canadian
mandate, says Smith, is to meet the needs
of Canadian society. To this end, our
universities must show “they are
genuinely accessible to those with the
appropriate abilities, are equitable in their
admission practices, and are producing an
appropriate number of graduates who are
satisfied with the education they have
received and whose work is satisfactory to
their employers.” These goals, Smith
notes, are measureable.

On behalf of this goal, Smith recommends
the establishment of a national Academic
Auditing Committee under the auspices of
the AUCC. The Committee would collect
and disseminate statistics regarding
graduate satisfaction, employer
satisfaction, overall retention rates, results
of entrance and exit tests on writing
ability, information on undergraduate
class size, teaching and marking by full-
or part-time staff, use of student ratings for
courses and entry rate to graduate schoof.

The Committee would also monitor the
percentage of university budgets used to
improve teaching skills or curricular

Pour l"avenir, Smith suggere que des
programmes d'études préparant les
étudiants au «changement et &
adaptation perpétuels» en milieu de
travail seront sans doute les programmes
qui satisferont le mieux les besoins de la
communauteé. Il recommande aussi que
I'on accorde de plus en plus d'importance
et de soutien A I'enseignement 2 distance
et en alternance, ainsi qu’a I'éducation
permanente et d’autres programmes de
<recrutement». Ces programmes prennent
de plus en plus d’importance.

Dans la troisieme partie de son Rapport,
intitulée Questions de politique connexes,
Smith abeorde les questions de
IYaccessibilité, de fa conservation des
étudiants, de la coopération '
interuniversitaire de la lizison avec les
écoles secondaires, de la permanence et
de I'approvisionnement en nouveaux
professeurs. Les peuples autochtones, les
handicapés, les femmes dans certaines
disciplines et les francophones hors-
Québec sont identifiés comme ceux qui
sont le moins bien représenté dans la
communauté universitaire. Aussi,

«les universités canadiennes
sont en définitives saines et
qu’elles servent bien le pays»

recommande-t-il des moyens pour régler
ce probléme.

Smith considere que les hauts taux
d‘abandon «sont un symptome de
fatblesse dans I'organisation et la
prestation de I'enseignement». Une
attention particuliére doit étre accordée 2
la facon d’enrichir les expériences des
étudiants de premigre année. Quant aux
études de deuxiéme et troisigme cycles,
on préconise un suivi plus étroit des
étudiants par chaque département, et ce,
de fagon a rendre les superviseur
implicitement responsables du
cheminement des étudiants.
Généralement, Smith affirme que «ceux
qui commencent un programme menant a
un dipiéme devraient le terminer, & moins
d’une trés bonne raisons.

Dans le Rapport, on considére qu'il est
juste d'utiliser la permanence pour
protéger la liberté universitaire et des
matieres spécialisées qui, pour le
moment, pourraient étre passées de
mode. Toutefois, on recommande des
changements 4 la permanence pour aider
les universités a mieux gérer leurs
ressources humaines, pour les rendre plus
productives. Ces modifications auraient
également pour effet d'améliorer la
perception gu’ont les milieux
gouvernementaux et des affaires de la

chose universitaire.

Le transferts des crédits entre les
éiablissements est une autre question qui
souleve des problémes. Smith
recommande la création d’un Conseii
national des équivalences de crédits d’ici
quelques années. De plus, les barrigres a
la mobilité interprovinciale des
enseignants devratent étre étudiées et
levées immédiatement. En général, les
universités, [es collages et les écoles
secondaires, financés par les

gouvernements provinciaux et fédéral,
devraient élaborer un mécanisme de
coopération pour encourager les étudiants
3 atteindre les objectifs pédagogiques
qu’ils se sont fixés.

Dans la section finale du Rapport,
intitulée Contrdle de la qualité de
Venseignement universitaire, Smith
suggere ["abandon d’indicateurs de
rendement internationaux pour comparer
les universités canadiennes a celles de
"étranger. Au Canada, le mandat des
universités est de répondre aux besoins de
ia société canadienne. A cette fin, les
universités doivent faire la preuve
«qu'elles sont véritablement accessibles a
ceux qui ont les aptitudes appropriées,
qu’elles ont des méthodes d’admission
équitable et gu’elles forment un nombre
raisonnable de diplémeés satisfaits de la
formation recue et que ceci donne i leurs
employeurs un travail satisfaisant». Ces
obiectifs, affirme Smith, sont mesurables.

Pour arriver a cette fin, Smith
recommande la création d'un Comité de
vérification universitaire, ceuvrant sous
les auspices de 'AUCC. Le comité
amasserait et disséminerait de
I"information statistique sur la satisfaction®
des diplomés, la satisfaction des
employeurs, les taux généraux de
conservation des étudiants, tes résultats
des examens d'entrée et de sortie

The Government of Ontario aflocated
$3.1 miilion this year to inCrease access
to postsecondary education and training
for Native students and to improve
completion rates. Among the measures to
be taken are: the establishment of a fund
to increase the number of Native
counsellors employed by postsecondary

institutions, a special projects fund to
support the creation of a Native
commuinity college and the development
of university curricula that reflect the

heeds of Native people, and

supplementary grants for full-time Native
students enrolled in designated programs.

Nova Scotia university presidents agree with the
principle of rationalization o

The Council of Nova Scotia University
Presidents has released its first response to
the plan to rationalize university programs
issued last fall by the Maritime Provinces
Higher Education Commission and the
MNova Scotia Council on Higher
Education. Some of the propositions
endorsed by CONSUP are: that there

should be one major business school in
Halifax; there should be some reduction-
in the number of teaching training
programmes in the province; there should
be one computer science degree
programme in Halifax; and there may be
some reduction in the number of
institutions offering engineering.

Changes to OSAP and -
a major review &

Minister of Colleges and Universities
Richard Allen has announced that
adjustments will be made to the Ontario
Student Assistance Plan {o better meet
student needs by reflecting tuition fee
increases in recent years. Mr Allen also
announced that a major review of OSAP
will be undertaken.

The review, which will be conducted in
consultation with students, faculty, and
university administrators, will be
completed by August. Major changes
should be implemented in time for the
1992/93 academic year. Some of the
issues to be covered by the review are:
financial eligibility criteria, mechanisms
for allocating student zid, including an
examination of student debt loads, and
measures to help non-traditional students,

Service o

From time to time, universities and
colleges may receive or become aware of
documentation in support of applications
for admission that is discovered to be
fraudulent. Through the Document Alert
Service of ARUCC, an institution can
identify those instances where problems
with documentation have been identified
and confirmed, and so inform other
institutions.

This is not to say that the application your
institution may receive from the same
student should be rejected without
investigation, but you might take the
opportunity 1o contact the reporting
institution to determine whether the _
documentation you have received is the
same as that received by the reporting
institution. In other words, one should not
presume that an application falsified at
one institution is necessarily falsified at
another.

if you are aware of documents and/or
information that have been confirmed to
be false with regard to a particular 7
individual, you may report this for general
circulation to ARUCC member institution,
to:
